Listening walk: Remind children about
how to listen well (keep quiet, have ears
and eyes ready). Take children for a
listening walk around the nursery premises
or local park. Pause and encourage them
to close their eyes and identify the sounds
they hear. After the listening walk, make a
list of the sounds children can remember.

Sound effects storytime: read stories
that includes lots of sounds or opportunities
to add sound effects. For example, stories
about animals or vehicles. Pause regularly
and repeat sounds, or add your own fo
enhance the story.

Time to drum: Encourage children to use
wooden spoons to tap and stroke suitable
items in the outdoor area. For example,

a wooden fence, brick wall, metal trike,
empty terracotta plant pots. Ask each child
to demonstrate their favourite sound for the
rest of the group.

What's in the box?: Place various noisy
items in a medium-sized box in front of

the children. Discuss the sound each item
makes and what the item is called. For
example, crisp packet, keys, squeaky toy,
shaker. Sing to the tune of ‘Old MacDonald’
but substitute with your own name:

[Insert name] has a box, eieio

And in that box | have a ...

Pause and move one of the items in the box,
out of sight, to make a noise. The children
guess the item. Repeat.

Sounds we like: Make a large poster (or use the whiteboard) to display pictures of the sounds
children do and don't like. Split the poster into two halves and add a title on each side: ‘Sounds we
like” and ‘Sounds we don't like’. Provide a series of pictures that children can talk about, sort and
stick to the poster. For example, stormy weather, barking dogs, car horns, babies crying, musical
instruments, cows mooing, birds singing, people singing.

Getting closer: One child (the rescuer)

is taken aside whilst you hide a soft toy or
similar item in the room. Sing a song with
the rest of the children to guide the rescuer
to find the toy. Sing loudly when the rescuer
is near the toy, and sing quietly if they move
further away.

Sing ‘Old MacDonald’:

Old MacDonald had a farm, eieio

And on that farm he had a cow, eieio

With a moo, moo here and a moo, moo there,
Here a moo, there a moo, everywhere a
moo, Moo

Repeat using different animal noises.

Shake it: Part-fill different durable containers
with items that will make a noise when
shaken. For example, gravel, marbles, shells,
coins, buttons. Ask the children to shake the
containers and listen to the noises. Talk about
what the items inside are called and compare
the noises. Which made the loudest noise?
Which noise did they like most?



Guess the instrument: Behind a screen
or out of the children’s eyeline, use a variety
of musical instruments to make sounds or
play pre-recorded audio clips of a variety

of instruments. Ask the children to guess
what instrument you are playing. They could
respond by selecting a picture showing the
instrument. You could show two pictures and
ask them to select the correct one.

Follow the leader: Children sit in a circle.
One child starts the game by shaking or
tapping an instrument. The instrument is then
passed around the circle and each child
attempts to make the same sound or pattern
of sounds as the leader. Repeat.

Story sounds: Encourage children

to participate in storytelling by playing
instruments to accompany sounds in the story.
For example, drumming to sound like a giant’s
footsteps; shaking a tambourine to show a
bird flapping its wings. Invite children to make
their own suggestions for different characters.
Children could each be responsible for a
different sound within a story.

Make music: Give children an assortment of
musical instruments and let them experiment
with making different sounds. Discuss the
sounds each instrument makes. Ask children to
say which instrument they enjoyed playing and
encourage them fo say why.

Animal sounds: Provide a selection of
instruments and a range of animal toys or
pictures. Encourage children to explore

the instruments. Ask them to think about
which instrument makes a sound that could
represent each animal. Ask them to choose
an animal and demonstrate a suitable sound
using one of the instruments available.

Hidden instruments: Hide a selection of
instruments around the setting, both indoors
and outdoors. Ask the children to search

for the instruments. As each instrument

is discovered, ask the finder to practise
making sounds using the instrument. When
all the instruments have been found, gather
together and ask children to show the
group their instrument, demonstrating the
sounds it can make.

Copy that rhythm: Create a simple
rhythm with a musical instrument and ask
the children to try and repeat it. They could
repeat it using the same musical instrument,
a different instrument or by clapping, tapping
or humming.

Grandmother’s footsteps: Agree with
the children the movement represented

by various instruments. For example, a
shaker for running on tip-toe; a triangle for
taking delicate steps; a drum for stomping.
Grandmother (an adult to demonstrate but
then could be a child) stands with her back
to the others and plays an instrument. Upon
hearing the instrument, the children move
towards Grandmother using the movement
agreed to match the instrument. They stop
moving when the instrument stops. The first
person to reach Grandmother takes over
that role and the game repeats.



Simon Says: Explain the game ‘Simon
Says’ to the children. When you give a
command starting with ‘Simon says ..." tell
children they should do the action. When
you give a command but you do not start

by saying, ‘Simon says ...” tell children they
should not do the action. Play a version of
Simon Says with body percussion commands,
such as ‘Simon says, clap your hands,’
‘Simon says, stamp your feet.’

Roly poly: Sing the rhyme with the actions
— rolling hand over hand in front of you, as
in the song “Wind the bobbin’ up’. Increase
the speed of the action as you increase the
speed of the rhyme.
Ro...ly...po...ly...ever...so... slowly.
Ro ... ly ... poly faster.

Add in new verses, such as:

Clap ... your ... hands ... ever ... so ... slowly.
Clap ... your hands faster.

Follow the leader: Make sounds using
parts of the body (clapping, stomping,
clicking) and have the children copy the
sound. Select different children to take a turn
as the leader. Increase the complexity of the
game by using different body percussion
sounds in the same sequence. For example,
stamp, stamp, clap, clap, click.

Noisy neighbour: Tell a story about a
noisy neighbour and encourage the children
to join in. Start the story by saying, Early in
the moming we were all fast asleep when
we suddenly heard a noise coming from next
door! Ask the children to close their eyes

as if sleeping, then open them in surprise.
Make a noisy neighbour noise, for example,
snoring, brushing feeth, eating breakfast,
yawning, stamping feet. Then say to the
children, Wake up children! What is that
noise ? Ask children to say what the noise is,
then encourage them to join in with you as
you say, Noisy neighbour, please be quiet.
We are trying to sleep! Repeat with other
noises.

Action songs: Add body percussion
sounds when singing songs and nursery
rhymes. Encourage children to participate
by clapping, clicking, tapping or stamping
along with the beat. Ask children to make
suggestions about which sounds could
accompany the songs and rhymes you use.

The Pied Piper: Tell the story of the

Pied Piper of Hamelin. Choose a child

to play the role of the Pied Piper. The

Piper plays an instrument and show the
children a movement to copy. The rest

of the group copies the movement and
then follows behind the Piper. The Piper
leads the children around the indoor and
outdoor space, marching, skipping and
hopping — varying the pace. The teacher
closely supervises and gives a commentary
throughout, introducing and modelling new
words. For example, Off we go, follow the
Pied Piper. Look! He is marching briskly,
getting a bit faster as we head outdoors.
Now he is stepping sluggishly and slowly
with deep strides.



Rhyme time: Read out rhyming books,
poems or sing rhyming songs. Encourage
children to fill in the final rhyming words in a
verse or line.

Rhyming soup: With children sitting in a
circle, show a selection of rhyming objects

or pictures. Use a large mixing bowl and a
spoon as props to act out the song. Invite
children in turn to choose an object and
place it in the bowl. After each item is added,
stir the soup and sing the following song with
an increasingly long list of ingredients. You
could use the tune of the traditional rhyme,
‘Pop Goes the Weasel’.

I’'m making lots of silly soup; I’'m making soup
that’s silly. I'm going to cook it in the fridge,
to make it nice and chilly. In goes ... a cat ...
a hat ... atap ... and a map!

Match it: Provide a selection of pictures

of objects, including many that rhyme, and
ask children to sort and match the items. For
example, flag/bag, tap/map, hat/cat.

Odd one out: Put out three objects or
pictures, two with names that rhyme and one
with a name that does not. Ask the children to
identify the ‘odd one out’: the name that does
not rhyme. Start with a small set of words that
can then be extended. The children need fo
be familiar with rhyming word families before
they can use them in a game.

Syllable claps: Provide a selection

of objects or pictures of objects that

have multi-syllable names. For example,
football, dinosaur, pencil, jumper, butterfly,
tambourine. Talk about each of the items. Ask
children to repeat the names and check that
children understand what each item is. Then
clap the syllables as you say the words and
encourage children to join in with you.

Rhyming pairs: In a pairs game, use
pictures of objects with names that rhyme.
The children take it in turns to turn two cards
over. They keep the cards if the pictures are

a rhyming pair. If they are not a rhyming pair,
the cards are turned face down again and the
other person has a turn. The children need to
be familiar with rhyming word families before
they can use them in a game.

Rhyming puppets: Make up silly rhyming
names for a pair of puppets. For example, Fizzy
Wizzy Lizzy and Hob Tob Bob. Introduce the
puppets to a small group and invite them to join
in storytelling, leaving gaps for the children to fill
in rhyming words. For example, Are you poorly,
Lizzy? Oh dear. Fizzy Wizzy Lizzy is feeling sick
and ... dizzy. Bob is very excited. Today he is
going to be a builder. Hob Tob Bob has got a

new ... job.

I know a word: Throughout the course

of daily activities, encourage the children to
think about and play with rhyming words. The
adult begins with the prompt, | know a word
that rhymes with cat, you need to put one on
your head and the word is ... hat. This can be
used for all sorts of situations and with some
children’s names: | know a girl who is holding
a dolly, she is in the corner and her name is ...
Molly. As children become familiar with rhyme,
they will supply the missing word themselves.



Making alien names: Before the activity
begins, think of some strange names for alien
creatures. The alien names should be strings
of non-words with the same initial sound. For
example, Ping pang poo pop, Mig mog mully
mo, Fo fi fandle fee. Write them down as a
reminder. Talk to the children about the names
and help them to imagine what the strange
creatures might look like. Provide creative or
construction materials for the children to make
their own alien. Make the alliteration pattern
clearer by emphasising the initial sound of an
alien’s name. Draw the children’s attention to
the way you start each word with the shape of
your lips, teeth and tongue.

Mirror play: Provide a mirror for each
child or one large enough for the group

to gather in front of. Play at making faces
and copying the movements of the lips and
tongue. Introduce sound making in the
mirror and discuss the way lips move, for
example, when sounding out /p/ and /b/,
the way that the tongue pokes out for /th/,
the way teeth and lips touch for /f/ and the
way lips shape the sounds /sh/ and /m/.

Digging for treasure: Collect sets of
objects suitable for use in the sand tray. Each
set of objects must have names beginning
with the same initial sound. Choose initial
sounds for each set that sound very different
from one another. Bury the objects in
preparation for the session. As the children
uncover the treasure, group the objects by

initial sound, and each time another is added

recite the content of that set: Wow! You've
found a car. Now we have a cup, a cow, a
candle and a car.

Tarek’s busy day: Use a toy train and
selection of objects. Use the props to act out
a story with the train. Encourage children to
join in with the story as they become more
familiar with it. It was a busy day for Tarek the
train. He had lots of packages to deliver. He
hadn’t gone very far when he saw something
up ahead. There on the track lay a big brown
bear, fast asleep. | had better warn the others,
thought Tarek and so he hurried back to the
station. “Whatever is the matter? said the
other engines. “Toot, toot, mind the ... big
brown bear’ panted Tarek. ‘He’s fast asleep
on the track.”

‘Thank you,” said the engines. Repeat the
story using different items on the track.

Musical corners: Put a chair in each
corner of the room, or outdoors. Collect four
sets of objects, each set containing objects
with names that start with the same sound.
(Four different initial sounds are represented.)
Keep back one object from each set and
place the remaining sets on each of the four
chairs. At first, the children sit in a circle or
facing you. Name each of the four sets of
objects, giving emphasis to the initial sound.
Explain that now there will be music to move
around or dance to, and that when the music
stops, the children are to listen. You will show
them an object and they should go to the

corner where they think it belongs.

Sounds around: Make sure that word play
with initial sounds is commonplace. Include
lots of simple tongue twisters to ensure that
children enjoy experimenting with words that
are alliterative. Use opportunities as they
occur incidentally to make up tongue twisters
by using children’s names, or objects that are
of particular interest to them. For example,
David’s dangerous dinosaur; Millie's
marvellous magic mittens.



Mouth movements: Explore different
mouth movements with children — blowing,
sucking, tongue stretching and wiggling.
Practising these movements regularly to
music can be fun and helps children with
their articulation.

Making trumpets: Make amplifiers
(trumpet shapes) from simple cones of paper
or lightweight card and experiment by making
different noises through the cones. Model
sounds for the children: the up and down wail
of a siren; the honk of a fog horn; a peep,
peep, peep of a bird. Contrast loud and

soft sounds. Invite the children to share their
favourite sound for the rest of the group to
copy. Use trumpets to sound out phonemes
that begin each child’s name.

Chain games: Working with a small
group of children, an adult makes a long
sound with their voice, varying the pitch (e.g.
eeeeeee). The next person repeats the sound
and continues as the next person joins in,

to form a chain. The sound gets passed as
far round the circle as possible. Start again
when the chain is broken.

Robot Raj: Encourage a small group of
children to sit in a circle or facing the front
so they can see you and Robot Raj (e.g. a
classroom toy or picture). Have ready a bag
of pictures of objects, for example, a cat,
dog, mug and sock. Sound out and blend
the phonemes in the objects’ names. Ask
each child to take out a picture or an object
from the bag. Hold the picture up and tell
the group that Robot Raj is a robot and so
he talks with a robot voice. Ask the children
to name the object as Robot Raj would.
Demonstrate it for the children in a robotic
voice, e.g. ‘c-a-t’. Pretend to feed the object
or picture to Robot Raj. Encourage the group
to listen to you first and then join in as you
say the word, exaggerating the sound of
each phoneme. Follow this by blending the
phonemes to make the word.

Whose voice?: Record some children
talking whilst they are busy with a freely-chosen
activity and play the recording to a larger
group. Can the children identify each other’s
voices? Create a ‘talking book” for the group
or class with photographs of each child and
help them to record their own voice message:
My name is... , | like singing, etc.

Target sounds: Give each child a target
sound to put into a story when they hear a
particular word or character (e.g. make a
/ch/ sound when they hear the word “train’).
Start with a single sound that the small
group of children can make together when
they hear a target word. Be prepared to
prompt initially and leave pauses in your
reading to make it obvious where sounds are
required.

Watch my sounds: Provide small mirrors
for the children to observe their faces, lips,
teeth and tongue as they make different
speech sounds and experiment with their
voices. Provide home-made megaphones

in the outside area so the children can
experiment with different speech sounds and
their volume.

Letter-sound hop: Turn your room or
outdoor space into a giant board game. Use
pieces of paper or card to create stepping
stones. Write a letter on each stepping stone.
With support, children roll a dice, take the rolled
number of hops, then say the sound that they
land on.

What does the research say is the impact of
morphological instruction on children’s
achievement in spelling?

Learning to spell in English can feel overwhelming. With its many rules, exceptions, and
iNnconsistencies, it's no wonder that children — and even adults — might agree with the
sentiment that “English can't be spelt”, a quote often attributed to twentieth—-century writer
and Nobel Prize winner George Bernard Shaw (Kessler & Treiman, 2003).

Many phonics programmes attempt to manage this
complexity by producing complex speed sound charts — but even these can feel
overwhelming. When children rely solely on phonics for spelling, they often have to juggle a
vast number of rules and patterns, which can lead to confusion, frustration, and cognitive
overload — even with everyday words (Bowers & Bowers, 2017).

The teaching of phonics is, of course, an essential part of spelling instruction — particularly
for early readers. But it's only one piece of the language puzzle, as shown in the figure below
(Peters. et al.. 2025).

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What is morphological spelling instruction?

Morphology is an element of linguistics. It explores how words are built and how each part
of a word creates meaning (Lieber, 2021). In fact, if we break down the word morphology
itself (see Figure 2), we see its meaning — literally, the study of word forms.

Morphology is all about morphemes — the smallest units of Mmeaning iNn a word—and
how they can be combined to build new words or make sense of existing ones (Aronoff &
Fuderman, 2011). When learners understand that words are made of meaningful parts,
they start to form stronger mental links between how a word looks, how it sounds, and
wihat it means. This turns spelling into a Mmore logical, pattern—-based process, rather than
a guessing game (Wood, et al.,, 2024).

Bowers & Bowers (2017) take this further, suggesting that spelling should be taught as a
logical, scientific system. Through exploring word families, spotting morphological
patterns, and forming hypotheses about new spellings, children become curious, active
learners. Their approach, Structured Word Inguiry (SwWI1), shifts the focus away from
memorising disconnected word lists and toward understanding how English spelling
works at a deeper level. This emphasis on morphology is echoed in the Department for
Education’s Wrriting Framework (2025), which recognises morphological knowledge as
central to developing confident, capable writers and highlights the importance of
teaching spelling through Mmeaningful, language-rich instruction.



Share's (2025) Combinatorial Model builds on this idea with a helpful metaphor: learning

to read is like growing a tree. Phonics skills are the early twigs;, morphology grows the
branches. Rather than replacing early skills, morphology builds on them — adding
meaning, flexibility, and strength to a child’s literacy. This layered view supports the case
for morphology as a core component of spelling instruction — not just an add-on.



How does our scheme work?

The Grammarsaurus Spelling Scheme introduces children to morphology from Year 2,
steadily building their morphological schema through to Year 6. Before starting the
scheme, children should already have a strong grasp of basic phonics (Bowers &
Bowers, 2017) — ideally at Phase 5 or above. We've also created guidance on the key
grapheme—phoneme correspondences required, so teachers can support children for
whom phonics may not have been appropriate, ensuring no one is excluded from
meaningful spelling instruction.

The scheme begins with baseline assessments, helping teachers identify class-wide
trends and individual needs. The first three units for all learners, regardless of age are
about consonants and vowels, compound words, and an introduction to morphology.
These are the building blocks of understanding morphology and the suffixing
conventions that allow morphemes to come together (Lieber, 2021). From there, children
explore bases, prefixes, and suffixes — along with the four main suffixing conventions
that cover most English spelling changes.

Crucially, the order in which morphemes are introduced aligns with the Grammarsaurus
writing Scheme, allowing children to use new spellings in context right away. This makes
the learning stick. Colenbrander et al. (2024) found that this kind of purposeful,
contextual morphological instruction had a strong positive effect on both reading and
spelling outcomes. We've also considered how commonly certain morphemes appear in
English and how they interact with the morphemes children already know — ensuring
each new concept builds logically on what's come before.



Unlike traditional schemes, we do not assign weekly spelling lists or tests. Research

increasingly shows that developing a broad, transferable morphological awareness is
more effective than rote memorisation (Wood et al., 2024). By helping children

understand the structure and meaning of words, our approach empowers them to

tackle unfamiliar spellings with confidence — and apply what they know across a wide
range of vocabulary (Bowers & Bowers, 2017).



How does morphological instruction help all
learners?

One of the most compelling strengths of a morphological approach is its accessibility: it
supports learners across the full attainment range. For children who find phonics-based
instruction difficult, morphology offers a meaningful, pattern-based alternative that
doesn't rely solely on sound-letter correspondences, which can often be inconsistent
and ambiguous (Bowers et al., 2010; Colenbrander et al., 2024; Wood et al,, 2024). By
focusing on morphemes — units of meaning — children with dyslexia or other literacy

difficulties can build greater confidence and accuracy in spelling, grounded in logic
rather than memorisation.

Research increasingly demonstrates that morphological instruction benefits not only
typically developing learners but also those with specific literacy challenges. Wolter and
Green (2021) undertook a series of interventions targeting students with reading
disabilities, language impairments, and broader learning needs. They found consistent
positive effects on spelling, word reading, and vocabulary. These gains extended beyond
dyslexia, suggesting that morphology provides a cognitively supportive framework for
learners for whom traditional phonics has not been effective. By explicitly connecting
word parts to meaning, morphology helps learners make sense of complex words, even
when phonemic decoding remains a barrier.



At the same time, more confident learners also benefit from the richness of a
morphological approach. Investigating word families, prefixes, suffixes, and word origins
gives them the chance to grow their vocabulary, spot patterns, and think more deeply
about how language works (Bowers & Bowers, 2017). It encourages curiosity and
independence, as children begin to explore where words come from, how they connect
to other words they know, and why they're spelled the way they are.

Morphology plays a central role in the structure of language, and a growing amount of
research points to the clear benefits of morphological instruction across all domains of
literacy — particularly spelling (Share, 2025). Morphology is not just a linguistic concept
— it offers all learners a practical, logical, and effective way to understand how words
function. Evidence suggests that when children are taught to recognise and manipulate
morphemes, they not only become more accurate spellers but also more confident
readers and writers, equipped with tools to navigate the complexity of English
(Colenbrander et al,, 2024; Department for Education, 2025).

The Grammarsaurus approach reflects these findings by embedding morphology into a
cohesive, accessible, and engaging curriculum. By aligning with the latest research and
providing structured opportunities for investigation and application, our programme
supports all learners. Our goal is to develop confident, curious spellers who not only
understand how words are built but who are also empowered to explore and use
language with skill and purpose.
